	 With the change of liturgical year comes a change in focus from Mark to Luke. 
Unlike Mark’s account, the Gospel according to Luke is paired with Luke’s second volume, the Acts of 
the Apostles. 
	 Luke’s Gospel is home to some of the most beloved scenes (the annunciations, the nativity 
scene, etc.) and some of the most iconic characters (the good Samaritan, the Galilean women, the 
prodigal son/father, the “unjust” steward, Zacchaeus, etc.). Perhaps more than any of the other 
evangelists, Luke dramatizes the story of salvation and focuses on how the narrative of Jesus and the 
Church is a faithful continuation of the drama of Israel.
	 As we begin a re-reading of Luke this Advent, it might help to focus on how Luke adds to or 
changes what we heard over this past year of Mark. Seeing multiple perspectives will help us to refine 
our own, so that we might be faithful evangelists in our own time and place.
