Dear Friends,

The Feast of the Baptism of the Lord brings
our Christmas celebration to completion
with this most foundational reality of our
Christian faith. In Jesus, through His taking
on human nature, becoming a member

of our race, the race He created, we are
offered a completely new identity.

The Greek word baptizein means “to dip

in water” or “to immerse.” It can also mean
“to wash” or “to be overwhelmed. The
Christian meaning of Baptism takes in all
these meanings: the washing with water in
the name of the Trinity, the cleansing from
Original Sin (and actual sin for those of the
age of reason), thus being overwhelmed
by the grace and mercy of God, and to be
immersed in the life of God.

Our identity is fundamentally changed

(the philosophical/theological term used is
“ontological change,”a change in our very
being, or essence) through Baptism. We are
marked forever with an indelible seal. In
the early centuries of the Church, (and still
today in some parts of the world), Confir-
mation was administered with Baptism.
There is a trend in many places to restore
the ancient order of these sacraments.

In the Christian tradition, baptisteries or
baptismal fonts are located either just
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outside the church itself, or inside near the
entrance, symbolizing that Baptism is the
gateway to all the other sacraments and
to the Christian life. In Acts 10, Cornelius’
entire household is baptized (10:48). Pre-
sumably, this includes the children in the
household. Hence, the Church has always
practiced infant Baptism as well as adult
Baptism.

Jesus’Baptism was a baptism of repen-
tance, not Christian Baptism. He who was
without sin had no need to repent, yet
perhaps to show His complete solidarity
with sinful man, received this washing from
John the Baptist. The words Jesus heard
from the Father, “You are my beloved Son;
with you | am well pleased” are the Father’s
words to us, the baptized, as well.
